Dear Members
Please find enclosed your renewal form for the new season. I hope you have had an enjoyable season with us. The committee has decided on a small increase in the fees, this will be the first rise since 2019

We have still not heard anything from the Lee Valley Parks about what will be happening to the waters we rent from them after June 2026, when all angling licences run out. We will keep you updated, in the meantime we need to keep the Consortium waters in as good condition as possible. Take home your litter, attend work parties so the fisheries look as though we are making an effort.  
The club is still being run by myself and Dave Dickinson, our treasurer, this has to change, there have been 2 or 3 clubs fold in the Lee valley in recent years because of the lack of officers to help with the running of the clubs. The lack of help is also affecting the Consortium’s, with problems getting bailiffs and low turn out on work parties meaning swim repairs are not getting done. Dave and I need more support in running the club, be it filling the vacancies on the committee, becoming a delegate for the Consortium meetings or attending Hertford Meetings.
At this present time, we have given up club meetings because there are only the 2 of us turning up.

Your current membership expires on 31st March 2024. We are now taking applications for next season.

The club has not had any fishing matches/outings due to a lack of interest from members. If any of you are interested in meeting up for either an outing or match, please let us know and we will see what we can arrange. This could be either a Saturday or Sunday, even a weekday for us retired folk. 

Fishery News
Turnford.
The stocking of more fish into Boot has now taken place, the fish stocked were roach, tench and carp.
It is hoped that the carp can be moved to the other lakes once they have grown and that we can do more stocking each season. The Lee Valley Parks have supplied us with some materials, some of the worst holes in the track have been filled in and the steps on the far side of Railway are due to be repaired. 
Fishers Green: Once again it proved some of the largest barbel in the country are in the Lee at Fishers Green with 17lb plus barbel being caught over the winter months. Also I am sure you read about the record barbel 22lb from the Kings Weir stretch, the swim it was caught from is only a few metres upstream from top end of the Fishers Green water. There is one change to the rules, the times you have to be off the river are now 11pm from 16th June to September 1st, then 10 pm for the rest of season up to March 14th.
River Lee navigation. 
There were some good bags of roach early in the season, plus some good size bream showing up in places they don’t normally get caught. The stretch a Broxbourne also made the angling papers with one of our members catching a carp of 41lb plus, a
28lb carp and two 7lb chub, as well as 12lb trout in the last few days of the 2024 season.

We stress, this is for the public car parks only, the car park at the top end of the river and by the bailey bridge remain free to members.
